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1. A party with this name replaced Prime Minister Julia Gillard with Kevin Rudd before losing the 2013 Australian federal election to the rival Liberals led by Tony Abbott. Ed Milliband leads a party with this name that first formed government under Ramsay Macdonald. For the point, give this name with socialist roots that is shared by the center-left parties of Australia and the United Kingdom.

ANSWER: Labour Party [or Australian Labor Party]

2. This ruler accused Archbishop Pimen of treason for attempting to defect to Lithuania, leading him to sack the city of Novgorod. This ruler employed a Cossack named Yermak to conquer Siberia, and also created the oprichniki (pr. ahp-RICH-nick-ee) secret police. After killing his son Ivan, he was succeeded by the mentally disabled Feodor, eventually allowing Boris Godunov to gain power in the Time of Troubles. For the point, name this tsar known for his cruelty.

ANSWER: Ivan IV [or Ivan the Terrible; or Ivan Grozny; prompt on Ivan]

3. The Hanthana Mountain range is located southwest of this city. This city’s namesake kingdom emerged from the Kingdom of Kotte. This city’s major suburb of Peradeniya contains a Royal Botanical Garden that attracts over 2 million visitors every year. This city’s most famous building contains a relic retrieved from the left side of the Buddha’s mouth. That building is the Temple of the Sacred Tooth. For the point, name this UNESCO world heritage site and second-largest city in Sri Lanka. 

ANSWER: Kandy, Sri Lanka

4. This man refused an order to execute Leon of Salamis, which came from the Thirty Tyrants of his city. This husband of Xanthippe (pr. zanth-IP-ee) had two wealthy followers named Simmias and Cebes. At a legal proceeding, this Peloponnesian War veteran and friend of Crito called himself a "gadfly of the state" and claimed that "the unexamined life is not worth living." A large jury sentenced him to death for corrupting young Athenian minds. For the point, name this teacher of Plato.

ANSWER: Socrates

5. This man tried to rid his land of short people by advertising a "wonder drug" to make them grow, and then deporting everyone who responded to the advertisement to islands. This leader allegedly shot eleven holes-in-one during his first game of golf, and was born under a double rainbow on Mount Baekdu. This man ordered the building of the world's largest flagpole in Propaganda Village, which sat on his southern border near the DMZ. For the point, identify this deceased dictator of North Korea.

ANSWER: Kim Jong-il [prompt on partial answer; do not accept "Kim Jong-un"]

6. During this man's Presidency, the White House screened the pro-KKK film The Birth of a Nation. His first election victory was helped by Theodore Roosevelt’s Bull Moose party splitting the Republican vote. He ran for re-election with the slogan "He kept us out of war." For the point, name this US President who proposed the League of Nations as part of his Fourteen Points during World War I.
ANSWER: Woodrow Wilson
7. Changes to this lake destroyed its half-million-head per year muskrat trapping industry. This lake's diversion to irrigate cotton farms caused a salinity crisis. This destination of the Syr Darya and Amu Darya rivers is home to an island where Soviet scientists researched biological weapons. For the point, name this once-vast lake on the Kazakh-Uzbek border that has nearly disappeared since 1960.

ANSWER: the Aral Sea

8. A landmark in this city had a series of tunnels where animals and slaves were kept. This city, the center of the Lazio region, once had a nearby port that is now the suburb of Ostia. The Alban Hills lie south of this city, that is surrounded by the "campagna." This city, built on seven hills, lies on the Tiber River. For the point, the Pantheon and the Coliseum are located in what center of a classical empire?

ANSWER: Rome [or Roma]

9. The Pichincha Volcano in this mountain range was the site of a battle where José de Sucre defeated Melchor Aymerich. The Potosí silver mine is found in this mountain range. The Altiplano region of this mountain range contains a body of water where the Uros people piloted reed boats, Lake Titicaca. The Urubamba Valley, adjacent to this range, is located near Cuzco, a ruin of the Incan Empire. For the point, identify this mountain range located along the west coast of South America.

ANSWER: Andes Mountains [or Andean Mountains]

10. Members of an offshoot of this organization were killed in the 1982 Hama Massacre. This organization created the Freedom and Justice Party to run in its country’s 2011 elections. General Al Sisi arrested the senior leadership of this organization after leading a coup against a now-deposed president from this party, Mohamed Morsi. For the point, name this Islamist movement in Egypt.

ANSWER: Muslim Brotherhood in Egypt [or The Society of Muslim Brothers; or al-Ikwan al-Muslimun; prompt on the Brotherhood]
11. During this war, the largest land battle in Asia prior to World War II was fought at Mukden. This conflict began with a surprise attack on a fleet anchored at Port Arthur, which one side desired because of its lack of a warm Pacific port. This war was ended after the naval battle of Tsushima Strait. For the point, name this war of the early twentieth century which was fought in the waters near Korea and China between two other countries.

ANSWER: Russo (or Russia/n) Japanese War

12. The Veddah and Rodiya people speak unique dialects of this language.  The gradual phonetic simplification of this tongue can be seen through the transition of a similar language’s word for time, “vista” becoming “vita” in this language. The language most similar to this one is Dhiveli, which is spoken in the Maldives. It contains 54 letters, 18 of which are vowels, and shares its name with the main ethnic group of a South Asian country. For the point, identify this language that along with Tamil is an official language of Sri Lanka.

ANSWER: Sinhalese language [or Sinhala]

13. On the banks of this river, Lord Kitchener won the Battle of Omdurman. An ancient eruption of the Virunga Volcanoes cut off this river from its former source in Lake Tanganyika. One of this river's tributaries will be the site of the planned Grand Ethiopian Renaissance Dam. For the point, name this waterway that forms a delta in Egypt and is the world's longest river.

ANSWER: the Nile River
14. While ruling from Ad-Diriyah, a member of this family began to expand out of the Nejd. A later member of this family led the Ikhwan (pr. EEK-won) in a war with Husayn ibn Ali for control of the Hejaz (pr. heh-JAZZ). This family has been affiliated since 1726 with the Wahhabi movement. For the point, name this family which controls the Grand Mosque and the Kaaba in their namesake desert country.

ANSWER: Saud family [or Saudis; accept “Saudi Arabia”]
15. One group of people with this title was led by Fulkes de Villaret (pr.vee-yuh-RAY) and conquered Rhodes in 1309. Another group of people with this title was disbanded after the burning of their leader Jacques de Molay, as part of Philip IV's plan to confiscate their wealth. Groups of these people were known as the "Hospitallers" and "Templars." For the point, identify these members of chivalric orders in the Middle Ages, or members of the horse-riding nobility under feudalism.

ANSWER: knights [or Knights Hospitallers; or Knights Templar]

16. This man created a finished sculpture out of a block of marble that Agostino di Duccio had abandoned. He depicted his own flayed skin alongside a knife held by St. Bartholomew. A mistranslation of the New Testament resulted in his statue of Moses for Julius II's tomb including horns. He sculpted a dead Christ in the arms of Mary in his Pieta. For the point, name this sculptor of a marble David who painted The Last Judgment on the ceiling of the Sistine Chapel.

ANSWER: Michelangelo [or Michelangelo di Lodovico Buonarotti Simoni]

17. The crossing of the English Channel during D-Day is named for this god. Medusa had her hair turned into venomous snakes after being raped by this god. This deity struck the Earth and made a salty spring come forth, while his rival Athena created an olive tree, in a contest to see who would become the patron deity of Athens. For the point, identify this ancient god of the sea and brother to Zeus and Hades.

ANSWER: Neptune [or Poseidon]

18. This man wrote music entitled, The Ruins of Athens, which contained his contribution to the "Janissary music" fad. This composer dedicated his third symphony "to the memory of a great man" after angrily tearing up the earlier dedication to Napoleon. For the point, name this German composer of the Eroica symphony as well as the Pastoral symphony and Fur Elise who went deaf near the end of his life.
ANSWER: Ludwig van Beethoven

19. This city was known for using laconic replies to threats such as "if." Lysander was a military leader from this city, that won the battle of Aegospotami (pr. eye-GO-spot-oh-meye). This city was ruled by five magistrates called ephors and had two kings. This city’s society included state-owned serfs called helots. For the point, name this city that defeated Athens in the Peloponnesian War.

ANSWER: Sparta
20. This territory was the subject of a meeting led by Pierre Soule that led to the Ostend Manifesto. American supporters of slavery wanted it annexed as a slave state. The Platt Amendment allowed the United States to intervene in this country’s affairs, and the U.S. still controls of this island’s Guantanamo Bay. For the point, name this island country that gained independence following the Spanish-American War.

ANSWER: Cuba
21. Kimiko Date (pr. DAH-tay) is a Japanese athlete in this sport who competed on the WTA into her 40’s. Leander Paes of India is another successful Asian athlete in this sport, who played with Martina Navratilova. The most successful Asian woman in this sport’s history is Chinese, and has won titles in Melbourne and Paris; her name is Li Na. For the point, name this sport which lacks a grand slam event in Asia, but has one in Australia each January.
ANSWER: Tennis
22. An opponent of this politician runs a popular LiveJournal blog and ironically called himself a "little network hamster." This man's government posthumously laid charges of tax fraud on a lawyer employed by Hermitage Capital. A July 2013 law signed by him has led to calls for a boycott of the Winter Olympics in Sochi. He succeeded his former Prime Minister, Dmitry Medvedev. For the point, name this president of Russia.

ANSWER: Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin

23. Johann Peter Salomon brought Joseph Haydn to this city to write twelve symphonies. Fireworks set off in this city's Green Park, to celebrate the signing of the Treaty of Aix la-Chapelle, were accompanied by Handel's Music for Royal Fireworks. The title character of Alban Berg's opera Lulu is walking the streets of this city when she is murdered by Jack the Ripper. For the point, identify this city where the Royal Albert Hall hosts the BBC Proms every year.
ANSWER: London
24. This figure’s second term in political office saw the replacement of the Soulbury Constitution. This figure was chosen to be the chairman of the Non-Aligned Movement in 1976. Her supporters called her “Mrs. B” while her critics called her the “weeping widow” for her highly emotional nature during speeches and rallies with regard to the assassination of her husband, Solomon, who had preceded her as Prime Minister of Ceylon. For the point, name this former head of the Sri Lankan Freedom Party and three-time Prime Minister who became the first female head of government in the modern world.
ANSWER: Sirimavo Ratwatte Dias Bandaranaike

25. One company active in this industry operates a major facility in Toulouse, France and has developed a duopoly with an American company for its largest commercial products. Two other companies in this industry, Embraer of Brazil, and Bombardier of Canada, have become leaders in smaller commercial products which typically seat less than 100. For the point, name this industry in which Tupolev developed a supersonic model, and the A-380 was built by Airbus.
ANSWER: Aviation or Aircraft or Planes
26. This country's "Inter-Services Intelligence" agency was responsible for aiding Islamic forces abroad and protecting the regime of Zia ul-Haq here. Prior to 1971, Bangladesh was a province of this country. The "father" of this country was Muhammad Ali Jinnah, and it was later led by Pervez Musharraf. For the point, name this Muslim country created during the partition of India.

ANSWER: Pakistan

27. This thinker described a redirection of emotions called "transference." He argued that belief in God is a longing for the oversight of a father figure. He described projection and repression as "defense mechanisms" of the ego. His students included Otto Rank, his daughter Anna, and Carl  Jung (pr. YUNG), who broke with him over his insistence on the sexual nature of the libido. For the point, name this founder of psychoanalysis.
ANSWER: Sigmund Freud
28. The Festina Affair occurred prior to the 1998 iteration of this event. Fernando Escartin is the only remaining top three finisher from a seven-year stretch of this event where Floyd Landis used synthetic testosterone, and a cancer survivor utilized EPO. For the point, identify this cycling event in a Western European country, which was "won" seven times by cheater Lance Armstrong.

ANSWER: Tour de France

29. This material comprised the multilingual Pyrgi Tablets. Following the Battle of Carrhae, the Parthians legendarily executed Crassus by forcing him to drink this substance. During the 1876 excavation of Mycenae, Heinrich Schliemann recovered a "mask of Agamemnon" made of this material. For the point, identify this material used to make coins and name the mythical first "age" of man.

ANSWER: gold
30. Due to lucrative offshore oil fields, by 2014, this country had amassed the largest sovereign wealth fund of any country, despite having just five million people. Its whaling industry has caused controversy among animal-rights activists while its tourist industry has developed infrastructure among this country’s many fjords. For the point, name this northern European country, whose largest business district can be found in downtown Oslo.
ANSWER: Norway
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
